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Rising seniors’ population prompts homecare expansion

McKim adds that most seniors prefer to maintain an independent lifestyle and be in their own homes where they have the items and amenities that bring the comfort.
We Care has been fully accredited by Accreditation Canada, which provides external peer reviews of the performance of healthcare providers against national standards of excellence, including patient safety and ethics, staff training and community partnerships. The review is intended to assess and improve service providers’ offer to clients.
